revival will take place. . . 
. Today you are to have 
your vessel purified, that 
it may be ready for the 
heavenly dew, ready for 
the showers of the latter 
rain; for the latter rain will 
come, and the blessing 
of God will fill every soul 
that is purified from 
every defilement. It is 
our work today to yield 
our souls to Christ, 
that we may be fitted 
for the time of refreshing 
from the presence of the 
Lord--fitted for the baptism 
of the Holy Spirit {Evangelism 
701}.�

The Dilemma of One Accord and the Third Angels Message in Verity by Pastor Ivor Myers 

The most formidable obstacle 
standing between the people of 
God and the final outpouring of 
the Holy Spirit is the issue of 
unity. Of Pentecost, the Bible 
records that �when the day of 
Pentecost was fully come, they 
were all with one accord in one 
place.� Acts 2:1. 

They were all, 120 people, on 

�one accord�. As difficult as it 
may seem to get 120 on one 
accord, imagine the task at hand 
when thinking of the millions of 
seventh-day Adventists around 
the world. To complicate the is-
sue, just consider some of the 
things that cause division in the 
church. There are the matters of 
music, conservatism versus liber-
alism, race, dress, Spirit of proph-

ecy, the nature of Christ, right-
eousness by faith. The list can 
go on and on. Will God�s peo-
ple ever be able to be one 
�one accord� so that the spirit 
may be poured out? The an-
swer is an encouraging and 
necessary yes! How?  

In 1888, a message was given 
to this church that was calcu-
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lated to bring God�s people into 
unity. That message must be-
come our unity cry. Ellen White 
said of it, �The Lord in His great 
mercy sent a most precious 
message to His people through 
Elders [E.J.] Waggoner and [A. 
T.] Jones. This message was to 
bring more prominently before 
the world the uplifted Saviour, 
the sacrifice for the sins of the 
whole world. It presented justifi-
cation through faith in the 
Surety; it invited the people to 
receive the righteousness of 
Christ, which is made manifest 
in obedience to all the com-
mandments of God. Many had 
lost sight of Jesus.� LDE 200 

Again, she wrote, �The time of 
test is just upon us, for the loud 
cry of the third angel has al-
ready begun in the revelation of 
the righteousness of Christ, the 
sin-pardoning Redeemer. This is 
the beginning of the light of the 
angel whose glory shall fill the 
whole earth. {1SM 362.4} 

She summed it up well in these 
words, �Several have written to 
me, inquiring if the message of 
justification by faith is the third 
angel's message, and I have 
answered, "It is the third angel's 
message in verity."-- Review 
and Herald, April 1, 1890.  

�Justification by faith�, �the right-
eousness of Christ, the sin par-
doning Redeemer��this is the 
message we are to receive and 
unite upon. But what does this 
mean for us? What is justifica-
tion anyway? And how does the 
acceptance of this message 
enable us to receive the latter 
rain?  

Justification means to be made 
right. And we are justified, or 
made right by the faith of Jesus, 

and faith in Jesus. The third 
angel�s message ends with 
these words:  

Rev 14:12 �Here is the patience 
of the saints: here are they that 
keep the commandments of 
God, and the faith of Jesus.� 

The Faith of Jesus. This is what 
justifies of. Notice again:  

Gal 2:16 �Knowing that a man is 
not justified by the works of 
the law, but by the faith  of 
Jesus Christ, even we have 
believed in Jesus Christ, 
that we might be justified 
by the faith of Christ, and 
not by the works of the law: 
for by the works of the law 
shall no flesh be justified.� 

How is it that Christ�s faith justi-
fied us? The answer is pro-
found. You see, faith looks upon 
present reality and sees some-
thing different than the natural 
eye. Faith sees the   things that 
are not as though they were. 
Now listen to how Jesus faith 
justified us. 

Rom 5:6-10 �For when we were 
yet without strength, in due time 
Christ died for the ungodly. For 
scarcely for a righteous man will 
one die: yet peradventure for a 
good man some would even 
dare to die. But God commen-
deth his love toward us, in that, 
while we were yet sinners, 
Christ died for us. Much more 
then, being now justified by his 
blood,  we shall be saved from 
wrath through him. For if, when 
we were enemies, we were  
reconciled to God by the death 
of his Son, much more, being 
reconciled, we shall be saved by 
his life.�  

When Jesus looked upon hu-

manity, he saw a wretched 
sight. But by faith, he saw us 
for what we could be through 
Him. And he justified us, by His 
faith in what God could do in us. 
While were his enemies, he 
justified us by his faith. Justified 
means �just-as-if-I�d� never 
sinned. While we were yet His 
enemies Christ extended to us 
justification. He saw us, just as if 
we�d never sinned. Now how 
does this incredible truth help 
prepare us to receive God�s 
spirit? 

When we truly understand and 
receive justification by faith of 
Jesus, we are so awed at what 
He did for us, that we not only 
become recipients of His faith, 
but we extend that same faith to 
others. We in turn see others 
�just as if� they had never 
wronged us. (See the parable of 
the wicked servant who was 
forgive his debt, yet held ac-
count of others who owed him. 
Mt.18:23-35). And is this not the 
great issue that currently keeps 
us divided? We are unwilling to 
forgive, unwilling to see each 
other as Christ saw us. If some-
one disagrees with us, we are 
ready to hate them with �Godly 
hatred�. We cannot pray with 
our brother or sister because we 
view them as heathens. We hold 
record of each other�s sins and 
slights, instead of forgiving re-
gardless of the other asking or 
not asking.  

If we truly understand this mes-
sage, justification by faith as the 
verity of the third angels mes-
sage, we will cease to hold 
grudges against one another, 
and will cease �to justify� why 
we cannot pray together in a 
true spirit of unity.   
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 Ellen White wrote, �What is 
justification by faith? It is the 
work of God in laying the glory 
of man in the dust, and doing for 
man that which it is not in his 
power to do for himself. When 
men see their own nothingness, 
they are prepared to be clothed 
with the righteousness of Christ. 
{FLB 111.2}.  

Justification by faith, the third 
angel�s message in verity, lays 
man�s glory in the dust.   How? 
By telling us that nothing we do, 
none of our works merit us to 
Christ. It is all his glory and none 
of ours. This lays our self-
glorying in the dust. Isaiah ex-
perienced this kind of self reali-
zation when he cried, �Then said 
I, Woe is me! for I am undone; 
because I am a man of unclean 
lips, and I dwell in the midst of a 
people of  unclean lips: for mine 
eyes have seen the King, the 
LORD of hosts.� Isa.6:5. 

Commenting on this Ellen white 
says, �Isaiah had denounced the 
sin of others; but now he sees 
himself exposed to the same 
condemnation he had pro-
nounced upon them. He had 
been satisfied with a cold, life-
less ceremony in his worship of 
God. He had not known this until 
the vision was given him of the 
Lord. How little now appeared 
his wisdom and talents as he 
looked upon the sacredness and 
majesty of the sanctuary. How 
unworthy he was! how unfitted 
for sacred service! His view of 
himself might be expressed in 
the language of the apostle 
Paul, "O wretched man that I 
am! who shall deliver me from 
the body of this death?" {4BC 
1139.1} 

Have you ever noticed how it�s 

the other people that are always 
presented as Laodecia?  Every-
one accuses everybody else as 
the cause of lukewarmness. 
When the third angels message 
in verity is received, the faith of 
Jesus, we will cease to point the 
finger at others, and genuinely 
realize our own heart conditions. 
I am the one that becomes 
�miserable, wretched...naked�
blind�. The �straight testimony� 
becomes applicable to me.  

When men see their own noth-
ingness, they are prepared to be 
clothed with the righteousness 
of Christ. {FLB 111.2}. It is this 
nothingness upon which we 
must unite. We must unite upon 
the fact that we are all 
�wretched, and miserable, and 
poor, and blind, and naked�. Our 
glory, our desire to be the great-
est (even in righteous things) 
must be laid in the dust and we 
must accept that we can be 
justified only as we realize (1) 
our nothingness and (2) Christ 
our righteousness. Then we will 
no longer compare ourselves 
among ourselves, for we will 
realize that we are all in the 
same boat, wretched and in 
need of the Holy Spirit. This is 
the unifying factor, our nothing-
ness, and Christ�s righteous-
ness. It is only nature, human 
nature to blame others in order 
to justify self. There are many 
debates about the nature of 
Christ. One can get the answer 
to this question wrong and still 
be saved. But there is a greater 
question, one we cannot get 
wrong and still be saved. That 
question is, Which nature do I 
have? If it is not the one found in 
2 Peter 1:4, we are indeed in 
trouble regardless of our stance 
on the human nature of Christ. 
�Whereby are given unto us 

exceeding great and precious 
promises: that by these ye might 
be partakers of the divine na-
ture, having escaped the corrup-
tion that is in the world through 
lust.� 2 Peter 1:4. We need the 
divine nature of Christ! 

 Without accepting this mes-
sage, the third angel�s message 
in verity, we can never expect to 
receive the rain. Only this can 
bring us on one accord. All our 
knowledge of truth avails to 
nothing without the righteous-
ness of Christ lived out in a 
practical manner. 

�The greatest deception of the 
human mind in Christ's day 
was that a mere assent to the 
truth constitutes righteous-
ness. In all human experience a 
theoretical knowledge of the 
truth has been proved to be 
insufficient for the saving of the 
soul.    It does not bring forth the 
fruits of righteousness. A jealous 
regard for what is termed theo-
logical truth often accompanies 
a hatred of genuine truth as 
made manifest in life. The dark-
est chapters of history are bur-
dened with the record of crimes 
committed by bigoted religion-
ists. The Pharisees claimed to 
be children of Abraham, and 
boasted of their possession of 
the oracles of God; yet these 
advantages did not preserve 
them from selfishness, malig-
nity, greed for gain, and the 
basest hypocrisy. They thought 
themselves the greatest religion-
ists of the world, but their so-
called orthodoxy led them to 
crucify tThe same danger still 
exists. Many take it for granted 
that they are Christians, sim-
ply because they subscribe to 
certain theological tenets. But 
they have not brought the truth 
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into practical life. he Lord of 
glory. They have not believed and 
loved it, therefore they have not 
received the power and grace that 
come through sanctification of the 
truth. Men may profess faith in 
the truth; but if it does not 
make them sincere, kind, pa-
tient, forbearing, heavenly-
minded, it is a curse to its pos-
sessors, and through their in-
fluence it is a curse to the 
world. {DA 309.3}(emphasis 
added) 

�The first disciples went forth 
preaching the word. They re-
vealed Christ in their lives. And 
the Lord worked with them, 
"confirming the word with signs 
following." Mark 16:20. These 
disciples prepared themselves for 
their work. Before the day of Pen-
tecost they met together, and put 

away all differences. They 
were of one accord. They be-
lieved Christ's promise that the 
blessing would be given, and 
they prayed in faith.� {DA 
827.1}.  

Note that they did not debate all 
differences, instead, they put 
them away. They knew that if 
they were spirit filled, all differ-
ences would take care of them-
selves, for they would all be 
humbled enough to take rebuke, 
to learn, and to admit were mis-
takes had been made 
(Remember Paul�s rebuke to 
Peter, and God�s revelation to 
Peter about his faulty concept of 
Gentiles in Acts 7). 

But there is more to this mes-
sage of justification that must be 
accepted in order to be pre-

pared for the latter rain. 
�Justification� means that there 
is an explainable cause for our 
actions. An understanding of 
justification as it relates to sin is 
the key to victory over sin. Justi-
fication is the state of being 
right. Again, Ellen White writes, 
�The thought that the righteous-
ness of Christ is imputed to us, 
not because of any merit on our 
part, but as a free gift from God, 
is a precious thought. The en-
emy of God and man is not will-
ing that this truth should be 
clearly presented; for he knows 
that if the people receive it fully, 
his power will be broken. {GW92 
103.2}

world and the church.  For the third 
presentation, Pastor Myers pre-
sented Star Wars, where he shared 
from the word of God that the true 
stars are those who have commit-
ted their lives to Jesus Christ and 
share the truths of His love to all 
the world (Daniel 12:1-2) and that 
the luminaries in entertainment   
are merely fallen stars. At the con-
clusion of this presentation, Pastor 
Myers made an appeal for those 
who want to commit themselves to 
allow God to free them from the 
chains of the entertainment indus-
try.  Nearly 30 individuals took their 
stand.   

For the final presentation, Pastor 
Myers shared �Enter-Tain-Ment.�  
Here Pastor Myers shared with the 
congregation that the true enter-
tainers are those who take their 
stand with God in these last days.  
As we are in the midst of the Great 
Controversy, all the universe is 
watching with great interest of the 
drama unfolding of the battle be-
tween good and evil to see whether 
there will be a people who will vin-
dicate the character of God through 
the power of Christ Jesus.  Pastor 
Myers pointed to his personal ex-
perience of how spiritual things is 
far more fulfilling than the things of 
this world, and admonished the 
congregation to be part of the stars 
of Heaven in these last days. 

In each workshop almost every 
seat was filled with sincere young 
people, with some workshops so 
full that people stood in the back 
and side walls to hear the semi-
nars.

Pastor Myers had the privilege to 
conduct a four part workshop on 
Music and Recreation for GYC.  
For the first part of the series, 
Pastor Myers presented The 
Beast in the Abyss.  Being one of 
his most requested presentations; 
Pastor Myers traces the history of 
modern popular music from Reve-
lation 11 and the rise of the secu-
lar and licentious spirit of the 
French Revolution.  Unknown to 
Pastor Myers, Dr. C.D. Brooks 
was in the audience listening to 
the presentation and later ap-
proached Pastor Myers and told 
him that he was blessed by the 
clarity of evidence that was pre-
sented.

The meetings were held between 
March 5 to 10, and throughout the 
work week, Pastor Myers 
preached twice.  Lunch meetings 
were held at the library auditorium 
on the Loma Linda campus, while 
the evening meetings for the first 
three nights were held at the 
Campus Hills SDA Church.  
Lunch meetings were filled to 
capacity while the evening meet-
ings at the Campus Hills Church 
averaged nearly 300 people!  We 
praise God for the willingness of 
the students to put aside their 
busy schedules to listen to the 
preaching of the gospel.  We were 
also told that students from La 
Sierra University, high school 
students from Loma Linda and 
Redlands Academy, and employ-
ees from the Loma Linda Hospital 
faithfully attended, amongst them, 
many non-Adventists.   

On Thursday evening, the meet-
ing was held back at the library 
auditorium, and because of the 
swelling interest in the community, 
the organizers established an 
overflow room with close circuit 
television for those who could not 
get a seat in the Auditorium.  Sab-
bath services were held at the 
gymnasium of the Loma Linda 
Filipino SDA Church where the 

meetings peaked to over 800 
attendees.    Messages that 
Pastor Myers presented in-
cluded elements from his Beast 
from the Abyss, Art of War, Faith 
World, and Song of Solomon 
series.  Pastor Myers also pre-
sented his personal testimony 
and several messages focusing 
on preparation for the latter rain 
in vein of the upcoming Opera-
tion Global Rain campaign.  On 
the final meeting of the series, 
Pastor Myers preached his City 
of Fire: Love Story message 
dealing with the book of Revela-
tion in connection with the Song 
of Solomon, where many ac-
cepted the call to be on fire for 
God and to be revived to do 
God�s work.

sian Church, and at the Drayson 
Center Prophecy Class.  Sean 
preached messages dealing with 
the second angels� message and 
the need for revival and reforma-
tion.  Sean also had many people 
coming up to him after the meet-
ings to discuss in deeper detail; 
the topics he presented.  Many 
were blessed to gain a better un-
derstanding of godly living in 
these last days.   

 From there, in April, Ivor and 
Atonte traveled up to Vancouver, 
British Columbia for the third an-
nual Acts for Christ Youth Confer-
ence joining David Gates, Randy 
Skeete, Matthew Para, and the 
Radiant Living Team as the fea-
tured presenters. Over 400 young 
people attended the meetings.   
Pastor Myers did a five part semi-
nar dealing with Christian lifestyle 
issues and had the privilege of 
preaching for Sabbath Divine 
Hour.
